The information, terms, and conditions contained in this contract shall prevail and supersede any other information, terms and conditions contained in any other addendum should a conflict exist unless specified.

2. NOTIFICATION: ARTIST or his/her representative must call the PRESENTER’S representative’s 

___________________ (SA Organization) at least five business days preceding the performance, confirming that expected time of arrival of ARTIST and equipment, mode of transportation, local accommodations and any other information pertinent to implementation of this contract. If delays are incurred en route to the performance site that might affect the rehearsal and/or performance time, proper notification shall be given by the ARTIST’S road manager to the PRESENTER’S representative(s):

3. PAYMENT: The PRESENTER agrees to pay the artist _____________________. Other expenses such as transportation and housing arrangement will be responsibility of the ARTIST unless other specified in this contract or rider to this contract. In the event that transportation is at any time furnished by the PRESENTER to the ARTIST and/or his/her entourage, then in consideration of the foregoing, the ARTIST and/or his/her entourage hereby releases and forever discharges the PRESENTER of and from all liability, claims, actions and possible causes of action and whatsoever that may occur to the ARTIST and/or his/her entourage or heirs of same from every and any loss, damage and injury (including death) that may be sustained by the ARTIST and/or his/her entourage and property of same during the course of said transportation. 

4. EQUIPMENT:  The PRESENTER understand that the ARTIST is a completely self-contained show and will not require supplement musicians, equipment, musical instrument or other services by and/or at the expense of the PRESENTER unless otherwise specified in this contract. All equipment provided by the PRESENTER shall remain under complete supervision, direction and control of the PRESENTER. The PRESENTER is not responsible for any equipment not specifically stated in the ARTIST’S contract or rider; he/she shall pay for all rental costs of said equipment. 
5. ACTS OF GOD: The PRESENTER is hereby relieved of any liability if unable to meet the responsibilities because of any “ACTS OF GOD”, riot, epidemics, strike, any act or order of public authority, any other cause similar or dissimilar beyond the control of the PRESENTER. And the PRESENTER shall not be held responsible if, through an “ACT OF GOD” or conditions beyond the control, it is unable to provide a hall on the date and time when the engagement herein contracted is scheduled. Furthermore, if such act of conditions occur, the PRESENTER is not liable for any damages the ARTIST, his/her group or representative might suffer.

6. EXPENSES: If for any reason except due to an “ACT OF GOD”, riot, epidemic or any act of public authority this contract is cancelled by the ARTIST beyond the cancellation clause contained herein, or change of date is required by the ARTIST for any reason other than an “ACT OF GOD”, riot, epidemic, or act of public authority the ARTIST aggress reimburse the PRESENTER for its bonfire out-of-pocket expenses within thirty (30) days of presentation. These expenses may include, but are not limited to ticket printing, brochure and poster design and printing, program printing, advertisement, mailing, telecommunications, funds to pay for any alcoholic beverages or credit or tab(s) kept at the bar for the ARTIST and/or any member of the group.
7. DELAY OF PERFORMANCE: The PRESENTER reserves the right to prorate and adjust the cost of the services rendered, or cause this contract to be null and void if in it judgments under delays, regardless of the cause, on part of the ARTIST and/or any and all of his/her employees, or personal or services representatives effect a time later than the herein stipulated for the commencement of the services herein contracted. 

8. RESCHEDULING PERFORMANCE: If this contract is cancelled by the ARTIST within the terms of the cancellation clause contained herein, the ARTIST hereby agrees to reschedule the performance at the earliest possible date which is convenient for both parties and under the terms of this contract. This decision to reschedule or not is at the sole discretion of the PRESENTER. 

9. INABILITY TO PERFORM: If the ARTIST arrives at the performance within a reasonable time prior to the scheduled performance under the influence of intoxicating beverages, narcotics or drug, and as a result thereof, in the opinion of the PRESENTER, the PRESENTER shall consider this a breach of contract by the ARTIST. 

10. REPRODUCTION OF PERFORMANCE: The PRESENTER agrees to prevent, to the best of its ability, the filming, broadcasting, recording, or reproduction by radio, television, or any other devices, of the performance(s) without written permission of the ARTIST. Conversely, written permission of the PRESENT shall be required for any filming, broadcasting, recording or reproduction by radio, television or any other device, of the performance(s) by the ARTIST or agent or any other person. The PRESENTER shall retain the right to limited photographs of said performance for publication in the student publications, including, but not limited to the campus newspaper (Oswegonian), yearbook (Ontarian), campus television station (WTOP), campus radio station (WNYO), and any other college publications. 
11. COMPLIMENTARY TICKETS: The ARTIST is entitled to complimentary tickets, but the PRESENTER will not release these tickets if they are not properly assigned by the ARTIST or picked up by the guests or ARTIST’S representative by a mutually agreed time. The value of there tickets will not be included in the value of the gate sales and thus excluded from any percentage payments. A written justification must be made to the PRESENTER if more than ten (10) complimentary tickets are required. 

12. IDENTICIATION OF THE ARTIST: The ARTIST is in reality a group consisting of certain key persona and equipment. Since the essence of this contract concerns these specific personnel and their function(s), personality(ies), talent(s), and special or necessary equipment which is recognized as a unique unit, the PRESENTER will pay the fee specified in the contract only if the artist performing is in fact the ARTIST agreed upon. If in case of the entire group does not perform, or if the artist performing is not the ARTIST specified in this contract, payment of fee will be withheld until an adjustment is made between the PRESENTER and the ARTIST or his/her representative. 

13. THIRD PARTY OBLIGATION: Union fees, welfare, and insurance obligations are a part of the cost of production and are included in the compensation specified in this agreement. Therefore the PRESENTER shall not be responsible for the payment of these obligations. Neither the PRESENTER nor The State University of New York at Oswego will be held responsible for any rules, regulations, nor policies of any organization mentioned in this contract which are not specifically stated in said contract or its addendum. 

14. LIMITATION OF CONTRACT AND ADDENDUM TICKETS: No oral presentation, warranty, condition or agreement of any kind of nature whatsoever shall be binding upon the parties hereto unless incorporated in condition, or agreement. This contract, along with and addenda contains all terms and conditional upon the parties hereto, and may not be amended other than in writing. 
15. STATE LAWS: The validity, construction, and effort of this contract shall be governed by the laws of The State of New York. This contract also subjects to the rules and regulations and statutes pertaining to The State University of New York at Oswego. 
16. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: It is specifically agreed that the ARTIST and representative, in fulfilling the terms and conditions of this agreement, are acting as independent contractors and not as agents or employees of the PRESENTER or The State University of New York at Oswego. It is further understood that the ARTIST agrees to perform and discharge all obligations as an independent contractor under any and all laws, whether existing or in the future, in any way pertaining to the engagement hereunder, including by not limited to federal state social security laws, employee compensation and ARTIST will hold PRESENTER and The State University of New York at Oswego harmless against such laws. The ARTIST agrees to carry adequate public liability and other appropriate form of insurance to pay all these taxes, incident hereunto and otherwise protect and hold harmless the PRESENTER from any and all liability in this contract. 

17. CONTRACT AUTHORITY: If this contract is signed by an agent, the agent expressly warrants that he/she has full and current legal authority to act and contract on the behalf of the ARTIST and is authorized by the ARTIST for this agreement at the time and place specified in this contract. 

18. DEPOSITS AND METHOD OF PAYMENT: Student association policy prohibits advance payment(s) or deposit(s) prior to the completion of the service herein contracted. ARTIST must furnish PRESENTER addenda no later than ten (10) working days prior to the date of performance. The compensation will be made in the form of a Student Association check. In case of flat guarantee money payment is to be made immediately following the engagement herein contracted, unless there has been due cause to adjust the amount of payment. In such case, the appropriately adjusted check will be mailed to the ARTIST within fourteen (14) days after the engagement. In the case of a contract that provides for participation in the percentage of gross receipts, this payment will be mailed to the ARTIST within twenty-one (21) days after the engagement and will be in accordance with the contract face amount and final ticket audit prepared by the PRESENTER and approved by the ARTIST’S representatives. 
19. CASH PAYMENT: No requests for full or partial CASH payment will be honored.

20. CONTROL OF PERFORMANCE AND DAMAGES: The ARTIST will control the details and manner of performance, but it is agreed to and understood that The State University of New York at Oswego and PRESENTER shall have the right to direct ARTIST to discontinue any activity constituting violation of a state statute, applicable ordinances or directions of unlawful authority. Control and use of State University of New York at Oswego facilities and/or property rest solely in the hands of college officials. Damages to the premises, equipment or properties or PRESENTER or the State University of New York at Oswego caused by the ARTIST or ARTIST’S staff, either intentionally or through negligence, will be paid by the ARTIST and may be deducted from the fee. 

21. PROMOTIONAL MATERIAL: It is understood that the ARTIST and/or his/her representative will provide reasonable quantity of current biographical and promotional material to the PRESENTER at the time of the signing of this contract. The PRESENTER requests the following items to assist with the promotion of this performance immediately following signing of the contract. 

22. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS: In order to provide the highest quality production of this performance, a current ARTIST’S technical specifications sheet must be attached and made part of this contract. If the ARTIST and/or his staff make any changes in the technical requirements after the signing of this agreement, the PRESENTER reserves the right to cancel if unreasonable charges required. The PRESENTER shall retain complete control in the placement of equipment and control on the volume levels of sounds so as to obtain maximum results and avoid obstruction of the audience vision. 

23. DISCRIMINATION: The ARTIST agrees and warrants that in the performance of his/her contract he/she will not discriminate or permit discrimination against any person or group of persons on the grounds of race, color, religion, or national origin in any manner prohibited by the laws of The State of New York. 
24. ADA COMPLIANCE: The PRESENTER intends to be in compliance with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the American with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990. Therefore, the PRESENTER requires the cooperation of the ARTIST and/or their representatives to provide reasonable accommodations, when required, to make the contracted presentation/performance accessible to people with disabling conditions. 

25. CANCELLATIONS: The Student Association maintains the right to cancel this contract without liability to either party upon written notice to the ARTIST’S representation any time up to thirty (30) days prior to said agreement, the ARTIST agrees, when an engagement is cancelled by written notice subjects to conditions agreed to in this contract and addendum, ARTIST will share fifty percent (50%) of direct expenses incurred by the PRESENTER prior to cancellation notice. 

26. ARBITRATION: Disputes regarding the terms on this agreement or claims arising out of its execution, or performance shall only be arbitrated if specifically agreed to by the PRESENTER at the time of the dispute or claim arises, and then only in a manner or mutually agreed upon by both parties. 

27. PRESENTER SIGNATURE: The representative of the PRESENTER in signing this contract warrants that he/she is signing as a properly authorized representative of the PRESENTER and he/she does not assume and is hereby relieved of any personal liability for meeting the terms of this contract. The PRESENTER reserves the right to cause this contract to be null and void if not properly signed by the chief administrative office (i.e President of the Student Association) or his/her designee (i.e Director of Finance).
28. TRANSFERABLITITY: This contract can not be assigned or transferred by either party without the written consent of the other party. The validity of construction and effect of these provisions shall be governed by the laws of the State of New York and regulations of The State University of New York at Oswego. This contract is not binding upon the parties executed and delivered by ARTIST, or his representative, the PRESENTER.

29. RETURN OF CONTRACT: The PRESENTER has signed this contract and addenda prior to signature by the ARTIST. Any changes in either the contract or addenda by ARTIST must be agreed to in writing by the PRESENTER and ARTIST and PRESENTER shall initial and date all changes. The action of the PRESENTER in returning said contract constitutes an offer to enter into agreement on the terms herein states. In the fully executed contract and attached addenda are not returned to the presenter on or before the _____________ day of _______________, 20_____, this offer shall be null and void unless otherwise agreed to in writing by both parties.
